Founded in 1996 by Christopher Bell, NYCOS provides exceptional charal singing
opportunities and training that enable Scotland’s young singers and their leaders to
progress and flourish. NYCOS consists of 7 national chairs, including the internationally-
renowned National Youth Choir of Scotland, a network of Regional Choirs across the
country and a considerable Creative Learning programme.

As well as being fun, singing together in a choir has many benefits for children's
development and well-being. These include gaining music education, making friends
and boosting confidence through performing, and helping to develop literacy,
concentration and memory. Led by experienced music teachers and choir leaders, the
Regional Choirs meet once a week during term time, where children learn and sing
together with others their age and are open to children and young people aged 7-18
years.

We believe that inclusion and progression go hand-in-hand and we work to ensure that
the greatest number of children and young people sing with NYCOS. Excellence is at the
centre of all our work and we continue to increase opportunity and participation for all
children and young people, whatever their circumstances.

You will be musically experienced and knowledgeable, energetic, creative and
enthusiastic. You will be passionate about the musical and social development of
children and young people and will manage the singing and musicianship staff to
deliver high quality sessions to members. Each choir has a Choir Coordinator and your
will work closely with them to ensure the smooth running of the choirs. You will present
and conduct concerts and performances.

To choose programmes and conduct / present concerts and perfarmances, usually two
per year in Summer and Winter.

To monitor standards of musicianship sessions and support staff training and
development, with the Director of Creative Learning.

To manage and monitor staff timetables, timesheets and payroll approval on a weekly
basis.

To work closely with the relevant Regional Choir Coordinator on weekly rehearsal
administrative and membership matters.

To liaise with the Artistic Director on artistic and musical matters.

To liaise with the NYCOS Office on administration and membership matters.

To attend training, Directors’ meetings or other events as relevant and appropriate.
